Anaphora is a rhetorical device consisting of repetition of a
word or phrase at the beginning of successive phrases, clauses,
or sentences in order to create emphasis. The purpose of
anaphora is to appeal to the emotions of the audience in
order to persuade, inspire, motivate and encourage them
