The Antagonist

An antagonist is the character or force who works against the
main character in a story (called the protagonist). In short, the
antagonist is the “bad guy.” The conflict between the protagonist and the
antagonist forms the central conflict of a story.

The words antagonist and protagonist are antonyms, and these two
character play opposing roles in a story. The protagonist works in favor of
the overall story goal; the antagonist opposes the overall story goal.
