Aposiopesis in Dialogue 
Aposiopesis is a figure of speech in which the speaker or 
writer leaves a statement incomplete. The use of aposiopesis 
suggests that the speaker is unable or unwilling to finish speaking due 
to being overcome by a powerful emotion such as anger, 
excitement, or fear. The use of aposiopesis in dialogue can make 
characters seem complex and lifelike.
