1. Antithesis is a type of juxtaposition in which completely opposite words are
placed in a parallel position to each other within a sentence.

Example: “That’s one small step for man, one giant leap for mankind.”

2. Oxymoron is a type of juxtaposition in which two contradictory words are put
together to create a single phrase.

Example: sweet sorrow, successful failure, disgustingly delicious

3. Foil is a type of juxtaposition specific to two characters in order to emphasize
their opposing qualities.

Example: Harry Potter and Voldemort; Harry Potter and Draco Malfoy
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
