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Enjambment in Song

Enjambment is a literary device found in poetry. Many poems have
lines with a natural pause at their ends, either because they have
reached the end of a phrase, or because the line is end-stopped
with punctuation. In enjombment, though, a thought confinues over
from one line into the next. Enjambment is also found in song lyrics,
which are also composed of lines, making them very similar to verse.
